For this assignment, you will be writing a three paragraph review on your outside reading book (fiction, 150+ pages).  The format of this assignment is as follows:

Paragraph 1: Identify the book title and author.  Without giving away too much of the book (someone may want to read this book next quarter), briefly summarize the plot of the novel.  Where and when does it take place, and what is the main character’s struggle?

Paragraph 2: What is/are the central theme(s) of the novel?  What is the author trying to make the reader think about?

Paragraph 3: Would you recommend this novel to another person?  Why or why not?  What makes this a good, or bad, book to read?

	Format
	Review follows all requirements as listed on the assignment.
	Review follows most of the requirements except for one (may or may not detract from overall effect)

	The review fails to follow two or more of the requirements.

	Grammar, Spelling, Punctuation
	Author makes no errors in grammar or spelling that distract the reader from the content.
	Author makes 1-2 errors in grammar or spelling that distract the reader from the content.
	Only one of the paragraphs is clear and supported.  The review is confusing and difficult to read.

	Author makes so many errors in grammar and/or spelling that Mr. McLean stops counting.

	Clarity and Expression
	Each paragraph is clear and to the point.  The writer’s ideas are easily understood and supported by what is written.
	One paragraph is weaker than the others, buth overall the writer’s ideas are clear and apparent, and well supported.
	Only one of the paragraphs is clear and supported.  The review is confusing or difficult to understand.
	The entire review is confusing or unintelligible.  The writer makes no attempt to support or explain his position.
