CP1 Assignment

Based on our reading of the excerpt from Stephen King's article, "Tales of the Hook", determine whether the novel you have read evokes terror, horror, or revulsion.  Your assignment is to write a 3 paragraph response about what types of fear the author achieves.  Your essay must have a clear, strong opening paragraph with a clear topic statement, a clearly defined and distinct supporting paragraph, and a strong concluding paragraph.  You must also include at least one example from the novel, properly cited.

Basic Outline

1.  Opening paragraph:


-well written and thoughtful

-clearly states the topic of the paper


-avoids "opinion" words

The opening paragraph MUST answer the following questions- Who wrote the book you read?  What is the title?  Who wrote the essay you are using to assess the work?  What makes this person (Stephen King) an expert?  What are the three types of fear, and how can you tell them apart?

2.  Supporting paragraph:


-contains a distinct idea


-strongly supports the main idea of the paper

This paragraph MUST answer the following questions- What types of fear are present in the book?  How can we tell?  Which type is the most prevalent/dominant in the book?  What effect does this have?  

3.  Concluding paragraph:


-sums up the supporting ideas of the essay.

-states clearly how the supporting ideas prove the theme.


-does not introduce any new arguments.

This paragraph MUST answer the following questions- Based on the essay and the novel you have read, which type of horror is the most effective 1. in real life, and 2. in your novel?  Why?  What could the author have done differently to make the story more frightening/disturbing?

The Rules

Grammar, spelling, punctuation and presentation:


-The paper follows all rules of grammar and spelling; no contractions, 


no “I” or “you” statements!

-The essay is presented in a well-organized manner.


-The essay should be typed


-The paper should reflect a sense of pride taken in the work

Citation:


-is correctly credited.


-directly supports the theme of the paper.


-is explained in a clear and thoughtful way.
